The Bachelor of Arts Degree in International Relations

I.A.U.'s concentration in International Relations trains students to think imaginatively, and in depth, about the problems of world society and about the opportunities for solving them. By design, it is a sophisticated program: its graduates have gone on to careers in the foreign service, politics, international organizations, academics, law (including international law), public relations, lobbying, economic development work, intelligence gathering and analysis, the news media, and international business. It is also, of course, an excellent preparation for law school and for graduate study in international affairs or international business.

The International Relations curriculum encourages students to think creatively about a variety of issues: How does the U.S. arrive at foreign policy decisions? How is that different from how foreign policies are made in other countries and which is better? What is the impact of protectionist foreign trade policies? How do national, regional and international political, social, and economic actors interact in the transition to a post-cold war global order? What is the impact of the U.N. and other international organizations? What effects do weapons and communications technologies have on world politics? By what means have national defense policies been implemented since the end of World War II. Some classes will use case studies in which students will be examining real or hypothetical foreign policy dilemmas and developing solutions to them. Others will evidence the importance of theories and models for comprehending and influencing world events. 

The program, which includes a major and a minor, features a multi- and inter-disciplinary approach to the study of global affairs. Its goals are to provide a firm grounding in the theory and actual operation of the global system and to cultivate necessary skills in research and writing. Depending on career objectives, each student’s program is structured to maximize options upon graduation. Drawing on the resources of all departments involved, the program prepares students for graduate school and for careers in government, business, education, and international organizations. Completion of the major program will lead to a Bachelor of Arts degree in International Relations.

Admission
The International Relations major and minor are open to any student with a minimum grade point average of C or (2.1)
A minimum overall average of 2.00 in all courses taken to complete the major or the minor is required for program completion. Students must obtain the signature of the program director verifying that they have completed all requirements.

Curriculum
SEMESTER 1

ECN 101. Introduction to Economics I (3)

Elementary microeconomics. The economic problem. Supply and demand. Elasticity. Marginal analysis of consumers' and firms' behavior. The theory of profit maximization. Analysis of markets. Pricing in competitive and non-competitive markets.
ENG 101. College English and Composition I (3)
MAT 103. Mathematics for Business and Economics I (3)

First degree-equations in one variable. Second degree-equations in one variable. Inequalities and their solutions. Absolute value relationship. Rectangular coordinate system. Linear equations; Graphical characteristics, slope-intercept form, determination of the equation of a straight line. Systems of linear equations; two-variable systems of linear equations, Gaussian elimination method, n-variable systems, selected applications of systems of linear equations. Functions; types of functions, graphical representation of functions. Linear functions and applications; Linear cost, revenue, profit, demand and supply functions. Break-even models. Quadratic functions and their characteristics; quadratic cost, revenue, profit, demand and supply functions. Polynomial functions. Exponential and logarithmic functions and their characteristics. Equations involving logarithmic and exponential expressions.

SOC 101. Sociology (3)

The principal aim of the course is to provide the students with a basic understanding of the domain of sociology as a social science discipline. It places a particular emphasis on a general understanding of the core concepts of sociology and key societal structures such as the family, religion, education, science and technology, economic and political institutions. The course begins with an analysis of science and the scientific method of investigation. The notion of culture, personality and personality development, role, and status, social order and social control, social class and mobility are analyzed and presented. The course ends with a discussion of the theories and processes of socio-cultural change.

CIS 120. Introduction to Computers I (3)

In addition to the basic hardware and software concepts, this course involves application programs, DOS commands, word processing, spreadsheet and graphics programs.

SEMESTER 2

ECN 102. Introduction to Economics II (3)

Elementary macroeconomics. Determination of national income. The role of government. The banking system. Problems of inflation, unemployment and growth.

ENG 102. College English and Composition II (3)
POL 104. Introduction to Political Science (3)

This is an introductory course in politics and aims to familiarize students with the basic ideas, concepts, language, scope and processes of politics. Topics such as: power, political institutions, political theory/ ideology, nation-state, government, social change and revolution, etc. will be discussed. These concepts are indeed both important and interesting since they address issues that affect everyone. To successfully complete this course, however, students need to understand rather than memorize the material. As such, students must engage in class discussion. It is expected that by the end of the course students should gain a better insight into the world of politics as well as the world around them.

LAW 102. Introduction to Civil Law II (3)

The course begins with general information on the concept of the family in Turkish Law, then the notions of engagement, marriage, divorce and judicial separation are studied, together with their consequences. The course ends with a treatment of parent-child relations in relation to the concepts of legitimization, adoption, guardianship, curatorship and statutory advisors.
CIS 121. Introduction to Computers II (3)

A detailed analysis of hardware and software aspects, application programs. Advanced features of word processing and spreadsheet programs, followed by study of a database management application.

SEMESTER 3
IRR 205. International Relations I (3)

This is the first of two courses, which aim to provide basic knowledge of the field of international relations. In this course, key theoretical concepts and terms of the field will be discussed, such as: level of analysis of international relations, theory and theory building, important actors in the international arena, and the world system and relations between states.
IRR 207. Political Theory (3)

The aim of this course is to give students a grasp of the basic structures and central issues of normative political theory. Drawing on examples from major political thinkers, the course attempts to discuss the most important Western political doctrines in their historical context. It surveys Socrates, Plato, Aristotle, Machiavelli, Hobbes, Locke, Rousseau, Burke, Bentham, Mill, and Marx.


Furthermore, the following concepts and ideas are introduced and debated, justice, natural law, social contract, general will, tradition, constitution, liberty, state, sovereignty, revolution, liberalism, nationalism, and socialism.

IRR 208. Political History of Europe (3)

The aim of this course is to provide an introduction to European history, and the course will focus primarily on the period 1870 to 1960. The principal theme is to examine the gradual evolution of the European state system from a fragmented war-prone collection of nation-states, into a semi-integrated and peaceful political community.

IRR 201. Political Sociology (3)

Political sociology bridges the two disciplines of political science and sociology. Political sociology deals with power and domination in social relationships. At the heart of political sociology is the relationship between states and societies. It therefore includes the study of states, political institutions and processes and their role in different societies. The course will introduce the thoughts of major thinkers such as Durkheim and Weber, on a very basic level political sociology deals with how and why societies organize themselves in different forms of political institutions and how they function.

ENG 235. Communication Skills (3)
Developing listening and speaking skills of students through a variety of activities, using authentic materials, carrying out group discussions, presentations.
SEMESTER 4

MNG 201. Principles of Management (3)

The basic principles of modern management. The function of planning, organizing, staffing, directing, controlling. Management of the enterprise in a contemporary environment.

POL 212. Comparative Political Analysis (3)

The purpose of the course is to introduce some of the major concepts used to compare countries and political phenomena within countries.Three major "types"of polities are presented and analyzed "revolutionary totalitarian style" -the former USSR and Russia, "pluralist-advanced industrial style" -United States of America, and "developmental authoritarian" -Mexico. The readings in this course are country -and concept oriented. Although the course is focused on comparative concepts in politics, detailed attention is given to cases selected for study purposes with an emphasis on key concepts related to concrete political environments.

IRR 214. Political History of the Middle East (3)

This is a course on the contemporary history of politics in the Middle East, which is defined as the area stretching from Morocco to Afghanistan, and thus includes North Africa as well. The first part of the course provides a historical/political study of the creation of the modern Middle East. It focuses on the legacy of the Ottoman Empire and the impact of colonialism after World War I and concludes with an overview of the region at the onset of World War II, as well as an analysis of superpower rivalries in the Middle East. The course then focuses on the problems of political nation-building and political identity, with particular attention being paid to the contending ideologies that emerged across the area in the l9th and 20th centuries. The origins of the Middle East State systems will be examined and the issue of political change, particularly in Iran and Turkey.

IRR 216. International Relations II (3)

This is the second of the two courses in international relations. After gaining an overall knowledge about the field in international relations I, in this course the students will be introduced to contemporary and future problems and issues in international politics. Among issues discussed are: conflict and cooperation among states, deterrence and arms control, peace and wars, possibility of order through interdependence among nation-states and international law.

POL 220. Research Methods (3)

Introduction to the scientific method of investigation in the social sciences. Discussion of survey research and sampling techniques , analysis of observation, interviews, questionnaires and other means of data collection. Discussion of various methods of data analysis. Problems of validity and reliability. Introduction to descriptive statistics, probability theory and statistical inference.

SEMESTER 5

ECN 321. International Economics I (3)

Theories of comparative advantage, classical theory, Heckscher-Ohlin theory. Gains from trade. Factor price equalization theorem, Stolper-Samuelson theorem. Contemporary theories of trade. Instruments of protection, tariffs and subsidies. Economics of integration. 

Prerequisite: ECN 102

IRR 301. Comparative Politics: The West (3)

This is an introductory overview course dealing with the political institutions and political processes in the Western European countries. In this context, the interaction between the two and the manner in which they together shape the nature of politics in developed industrial countries are analyzed. For this purpose, the course focuses on a select number of Western industrialized countries, which are representative of variations in democratic practice and behavior. It is hoped that by the end of the course students will develop an understanding of European polities, which would permit them to read and talk intelligently about European politics.

IRR 303. International Organizations (3)

The purpose of this course is to define, discuss the function, and the role and significance of international organizations such as the United Nations in contemporary world politics. The course begins with, the rise of international organizations in the l9th century and illustrates how and why they have become major forces in the international system of states following W.W.II. The course will provide examples of various kinds of international organizations and will discuss their aims, principles, membership, and decision-making processes.

SEMESTER 6
IRR 401. International Law I (3)

This course is a general introduction to international law. The areas covered include the nature and basic characteristics of international law, history and political character of international law, its sources and subjects, relations between international law and municipal law, treatment of aliens, the concepts of jurisdiction, treaties ,acquisition of territory and change of sovereignty over territory. The aim of the course is to build up international legal vocabulary of the students and their understanding of basic international legal concepts, processes and institutions. It is also expected to promote students' interests in international legal questions.

IRR 407. Political Change (3)

The course is introduced by a broad discussion of political development theories relating to the Third World countries. Within this general framework, some key aspects of political change in the Third World are examined, i.e. colonialism, dependency, nationalism democracy, etc. Following this general background, the course is oriented to an analysis of the political culture, political parties, bureaucracy, the military and their relations to the socio-political transformations and movements in the Third World.

IRR 404. World Politics (3)

The course starts with an introduction to the alternative approaches to the study of international politics. This is followed by an analysis of decision-making in foreign policy and its determinants. Then an attempt is made to present a brief discussion of great-power relations in the 20th century. Against this theoretical and historical background, the growing crisis of the North-South divide is analyzed, as well as notions of national power, the paths to power, balance of power and collective security. A general presentation of the instruments of international peace and order- i.e. international law, organization and integration are presented at the end of the course, as well as a broad look at the twenty-first century and some of the key challenges that the global community is confronted with.

IRR 402. International Law II (3)

This course is a general introduction to international law. The areas covered include the law of the sea, international responsibility, individuals' rights and obligations in international law, economic and monetary international law, development and the protection of the environment, diplomatic law, international treaties and international disputes. The aim of the course is to build up the international legal vocabulary of the students and their understanding the basic international legal concepts, processes and institutions. It is also expected to promote students' interest in international legal affairs.

SEMESTER 8

ECN 408. Economic Development (3)

Survey of the dominant theories of economic development and the meaning of " development vs, growth." A discussion of the major characteristics of the developing nations and the key constraints and/or variables of economic development will follow: e.g, population growth, unemployment, urbanization, migration, agricultural and rural development, education, industrialization and trade. The course also examines some of the global economic issues in the Third World.
IRR 302. Comparative Politics: Asia (3)

This course is an introductory survey of the politics of Asia, focusing on selected countries. Understanding of the politics of these countries and of the broader region will be approached through an overview of the history and culture of the selected countries and through the study of their emergence as modern nations. The primary emphasis is upon China, Japan, India, Pakistan, Indonesia and the Philippines. Comparisons will be drawn between the various historical and political dimensions of these countries. The course will also attempt to understand the interaction of these Asian countries with the rest of the world during the colonial era, the period of rising nationalism, and in the contemporary political economy. At the end of the course, the students should be able to discuss the history, emergence, and contemporary politics and problems of these countries in a comparative manner. The course will include audiovisual material and students are encouraged to read about the Asian countries from contemporary periodicals and books.

IRR 312. The United Nations (3)

The evolution of the UN, its basic principles, functions and institutional structure -including a brief presentation of the specialized agencies, membership, representation and financing. Discussions of the work of the UN in such substantive areas as conflict resolution, peacekeeping, peace-making, socioeconomic development, decolonization, selfdetermination, disarmament and current proposals for reform. 


POL 314. Environmental Politics (3)

This course will examine the major contemporary issues affecting the global environment. Included will be such issues as pollution, the production of, and international trade in, hazardous wastes Other environmental issues discussed include: deforestation, diminishing resources, population growth, global distribution of resources, energy conservation, alternative sources of energy, recycling, development and the ozone layer, grass roots environmental movements, and environmental responsibility. 

IRR 319. Diplomacy (3)

This course offers an academic inquiry into the realm of the art of diplomacy. The nature, objectives, historical evaluation, facets, functions, means and types of diplomacy are analyzed from both the article and practical perspectives. The relations between diplomacy and foreign policy and scientific formulations of alternative diplomatic strategies are evaluated with specific reference to conflict resolution and tactful compromise. On the more practical side, the course will consider the establishment and conduct of diplomatic relations and permanent missions, protocol and procedure, diplomatic language and types of diplomatic correspondence, diplomatic and consular privileges, immunities and consular functions, and conference diplomacy. 

IRR 415. Human Rights (3)

A general survey of 'human rights' considered in political and historical perspectives. National and international legal issues are examined to identify the ideological and political motivations underlying the global and regional regimes and Human Rights organizations. The course analyses ways in which doctrines of Human Rights are dealt with by nationstates, as well as other political actors, in the pursuit of their own interests. The course investigates certain key issues -e.g. Human Rights discourse and debate during the post-Cold war era as a means of generating discussion on the brooder theme of Human Rights and outlines measures that can be undertaken to ensure the practical application of Human Rights principles internationally. 

IRR 417. International Security (3)

Provides an introduction to the concept of security, and the various elements that, taken together, allow modern nationstates to feel secure. Topics covered include collective security, co-operative security, the security dilemma, threats vulnerabilities, and anarchy. In the first ten weeks of the course, concepts will be conceptual and theoretical, focusing on the 'grammar' of security studies, and examples from the contemporary world to illustrate this grammar. Practical issues associated with European defense in the postcold war era will also be examined. In particular, the role of the NATO and WEU in European defense and defense without American assistance will be discussed.

IRR 450. International Political Economy (3)
The main objective of this course is to familiarize students with the dynamic linkages between states and markets in the regional and global context. The course deals with both the theoretical and major issues in International Political Economy (IPE). It begins with an analysis of the concepts, theories and approaches, followed by examining the major issues in the global economy.

IRR 465. History of International Relations (3)
This course examines aspects of international relations history from a Eurasian-Pacific perspective. Its objectives are I) to provide students with an alternative to traditional "Western centered" approaches to the subject, ii) to examine developments in international society from a very long term point of view and iii) to study, in a regional historical context, the operation and efficacy of hegemonic systems, balances of power, concerts of empires and policies of strategic accommodation. The course also looks at the issues of ideological confrontations, clashes of civilizations, transmissions of culture and the emergence of historic-cultural communities. Throughout, comparisons are made between historical patterns that emerged in East Asia and the Pacific, and tendencies that came to prevail in the Mediterranean and North-Atlantic worlds.

IRR 356. Global Environment Governance (3)
This course deals with selected issues in the theory and practice of global environmental governance. It provides a foundation of conceptual frameworks and practical knowledge important for public policy makers, business leaders, and civil-society agents.

POL 390. Political Philosophy (3)
This is an attempt to examine the development of political and social ideas in the west from the Renaissance, through the age of Enlightenment, to the era of Nationalism and Socialism. Thomas More and Niccolo Machiavelli, Thomas Hobbes and John Locke, Montesquieu and Jean Jacques Rousseau., Edmund Burke, Jeremy Bentham and John Stuart Mill, Robert Owen and Charles Fourier, Giuseppe Mazzini and Karl Marx, and Hayek - these are some of the names which will appear in the course of this lecture. Part of the lecture will be devoted to an examinaton of the political philosophy of British Labour in the heyday of Pax Britanica and that of Thatcherism representing the eclipsed empire.

ECN 500. International Macroeconomics (3)
This course examines international economic relations, analyzing the structure of the national economies of a number of Pacific Basin countries within the framework of open economy macro-economic and international economic theories. Applying the IUJ Global Macro Model, the course scrutinizes the structure of each economy and its relations with other economies through international trade and capital transfer. It also examines the impacts of fiscal and financial policies on these economies.

FIN 350. International Finance (3)
The course is designed to provide students with the basic analytical skills and knowledge necessary to understand the mechanism of international capital flows across countries, including portfolio investment and foreign direct investment. In particular, it examines various parity conditions and their implications for dynamic interactions between capital markets in the world.

POL 555. Governance Structure and Economic Development (3)
When the world is facing radical transformation in the global industrial structure, globalization of business activities, a new system of production, and a new ideological orientation on development, it is necessary for developing countries to reconstruct developmental policies adapting to diverse changes in environment. But changes are so complex and intensive that new adaptation requires not only response to external environment, but also accommodation of existing socio-economic conditions. In a sense, developmental policies now need to have a vision of harmonizing global movements and the diverse sectors of socio-economic activities, namely, a new governance of national economy. This course attempts to capture the recent movements of government policies and administrative practices, which try to generate a harmonized system of diverse development policies, organizations, and management practices. I shall heavily rely on an institutional perspective.

POL 445. GLOBAL KNOWLEDGE SOCIETY & THE INFORMATION ECONOMY (3)
Technology and Globalization: From Geopolitics to the Politics of Virtual Reality This course will deal with advances in information technologies including the Internet that will make it such that no political, economic, social, or cultural order will be without some means of communication, establishing an interdependence amongst states via a network of information and communication technologies throughout the globe. The state as the key actor in political and international affairs for the past few centuries appears not just to be losing its control and integrity, but to be the wrong sort of unit to handle newer circumstances.
